Resurrection of Jesus is the resurrection of Love. Jesus commanded to love each 
other.

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Liturgy of Sacraments – Continued from last issue. 
3. Sacrament of Confession. 
It is a sacrament of healing and the believers receive grace and pardon. 
It is a requirement to participate in the Holy Qurbana. 
This sacrament is a call to repentance and liberation from sin, sickness and death. 
It gives the believers comfort and healing in body, mind and spirit. 
Three stages of the Sacrament of the Confession are: 
Conviction of sin, 
Confession of sin and 
Assurance of forgiveness of sin. 
The priest declares the absolution of sin by Jesus as a representative of the Church. 
4. Sacrament of Holy Qurbana. 
It is the Sacrament instituted by the Lord  and is known as Dominical Sacrament. 
(St.Mat:26:26-30; St.Mark:14:22-25; St.Luke:22:14-20; St.Jn:6:52-58; 1Cor:11:24-25). 

Purpose of Holy Qurbana: 
It is the great thanks offering to God for the Salvation we received through Jesus 
Christ. 
In this Sacrament, Christ gives Himself to us and we gives ourselves to Him. 
Also we enter into the fellowship with Christ and fellowship with one another. 
It is also a call for mission that is to submit ourselves to be broken for the World. 
 
Three parts of the service of the Holy Qurbana are: 
a) Preparatory Service (Thooyaba) 
   It includes preparation of Minister, Vesting of Minister and preparation of the 
elements. 

b) The Liturgy of the Word of God (Ante – Communion). 
   It includes prayer of adoration of God, introductory prayers, reading of the Word of 
God , exposition of the Word of God, the Nicene Creed and the Sacrament of Confes-
sion. 

c) The Liturgy of the Breaking of the Bread (Communion). 
It includes mainly the  Prayer of Peace, Words of Institution of Holy Qurbana, Re-
membrance of the Passion, Invocation of the Holy Spirit, the Great Intercession, 
Breaking the Bread, Affirming the faith and presence of the Holy Triune God, Pro-
cession of the Holy Elements, Communion of the Believers, Thanks giving Prayer 
and the Final Benediction which is a Commissioning that is Sending out to Love and 
Serve the Lord and the World.
